 Attached to this memorandum is the Dispute Resolution Procedure for Materials Testing.  The Dispute Resolution Procedure sets out a progressive approach to resolve differences in material testing between MnDOT and the Contractor in a fair and timely manner.  The process described is an update to the procedure in the Contract Administration Manual (5-591.350) which has been in effect since April of 1996.  This process has been used successfully but there is a desire by both MnDOT and the industry to have a mechanism to reach a decision if all other efforts fail.  Therefore, a third step (Board of Dispute Resolution) has been added to the procedure. This additional step should encourage all parties to work together to complete the construction project with materials meeting the specification requirements.
